III. Recommended elements: 
i. reflection/self-assessment piece

IV. Time commitment:   variable during second and third year; recommended not less than 30 hours total, spaced appropriately over the length of the experience.  Maximum length of the experience:  2 years (Q5-Q12).

Q3-Q4:  	introduction of topics (ICS I)
Q5 (early): 	selection of mentor and initial planning meetings   
Q5-Q8:  	10-15 hours of curriculum time (ICS II)
Q9-Q12:  	continued experience, if necessary.
